ITALIAN FOOTBALL TOURNAMENT

RULES

The ITALIAN FOOTBALL TOURNAMENT will take place on the grounds of Alva, the tournament is organised by the CO.C.A.I.S., the Consolato Generale d’Italia and the C.O.M.I.T.E.S.   

ALL TOURNAMENTS ARE FIVE-A-SIDE

They are divided in 4 trophies as follows:

“COPPA C.O.M.I.T.E.S.” 


Entry fee £20.00 per team.

From 8 to 10 years of age

“COPPA MUGNAIONI”


Entry fee £25.00 per team.

From 11 to 13 years of age

“COPPA CO.C.A.I.S.”


Entry fee £30.00 per team.

From 14 to 16 years of age

“COPPA OSVALDO FRANCHI”

Entry fee £50.00 per team.

From 17 years and over.

All players must be of Italian Nationality or origin or descendent from or related by marriage to persons of such nationality or origin. Any infringement to this rule will be the immediate disqualification of the whole team. Each player may be asked to provide a certificate from their school confirming their age together with the registration form of the team.

Registration forms, accompanied by a cheque according to the trophy, must be submitted by the 21st May 2011 at the latest, please make cheques out to CO.C.A.I.S., and send to CO.C.A.I.S. 24 St Enoch Square, Glasgow G1 4DB, registration forms may be downloaded from the CO.C.A.I.S. web page www.italianscotland.com    

The tournament will commence at 1pm prompt and therefore all teams should be changed and ready to play at that time. All members of each team must sign a copy of the rules and regulations of the tournament, before starting to play.

Playing time for the Coppa Comites and the Coppa Mugnaioni will be 10 minutes per half, with no interval. Playing time for the Coppa Cocais and the Coppa Osvaldo Franchi will be 15 minutes per half, with no interval. 

In the event that there are too many teams participating, the committee reserve the right to shorten playing time.

Cocais is not responsible for any injury caused by accidents during the games, therefore in order to participate in the competition, each player must sign a disclaimer form, which will be provided by the Cocais before the match. The name and address of the participant must be clear and readable.

There will be a “SIN BIN” for players committing offences of dangerous play and foul language. An S.F.A Referee is running the tournament and after conferring with the other S.F.A referees, his decision will be final. Depending on the gravity of the offence the resulting decision could be sin bin, sent off for that match or total ban from the competition.

Any complaint regarding the nationality of the players and other possible breaches of the rules, should be reported to the Cocais Organiser as soon as possible, the said person will have final decision on whether the individual should be allowed to continue or be disqualified.
